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HOW TO RIDE

Use your schedule and map to determine which
bus route you need to take, the stops you will
need and if you need to transfer at any point. If
you aren’t sure which bus route to take, you can
call the Regional Transit Information Center at
(919) 485-RIDE (7433).

Be ready at the stop at least 5 minutes before
the scheduled arrival time. When you see the

bus is arriving, make sure that you have your
fare ready. Visit www.GoCary.org to learn more
about fares and ticket information.

To signal the bus driver to stop at the next

bus stop location, you must push the signal
strip above the seat. This device rings a bell to
inform the driver that a passenger would like to
get off the bus at the next stop.

You may board or disembark at any designated
GoCary bus stop along any of the fixed routes.
Boarding the bus at locations between stops
will not be allowed for safety purposes.

While you are on the bus, you must obey the
Riders Rules of Conduct. They are posted on
all of the buses, or you can view them on our

website at www.GoCary.org.
